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Preface

sdong ‘grems, known in English as Concept Mapping, is a unique and visual method of
learning and understanding the Sowa-Rigpa system of medicine. The Tibetan word "sdong"
means "tree,” and "‘grems” means "to explain" or "to expand." Together, sdong ‘grems
represents a tree-like diagram that illustrates the structure and key concepts of Sowa-Rigpa’s
foundational medical text, the Four Treatise (rgyud bzhi).

In this conceptual tree, elements such as roots, trunk, branches, leaves, flowers, and fruits
symbolize the chapters, main topics, and subtopics of the text. This visual approach helps
students organize, memorize, and better understand complex medical knowledge by showing
how all concepts are interconnected—Iike parts of a living tree.

Though the idea of sdong ‘grems dates back as early as the 7th-8th century, it was Ven.
Khenrab Norbu, the junior physician to the 13th Dalai Lama, who officially integrated it into
formal medical education in 1916. He introduced it to both Chagpori Medical College and
Lhasa Men-Tsee-Khang, the two leading Tibetan medical institutions at the time. Since then,
the concept mapping technique has become a staple in Sowa-Rigpa medical education in Tibet
and, later, India.

The current module, Concept Mapping-1V, focuses specifically on the Subsequent Treatise
(phyi ma rgyud), one of the four sections of the Four Treatises. In this version of the tree map,
one of the roots represents the comprehensive framework for disease treatment through the
Eight Branches of Sowa-Rigpa. This makes the structure highly visual, practical, and easier
to understand.

This part of the course is designed for self-directed learning, requiring 30 hours of
independent study. Students are expected to study, memorize, and demonstrate their grasp of
the concept map independently, with guidance available from instructors if needed. The method
is highly effective, offering clarity and insight into the entire content of the Subsequent
Treatise—like looking through clear water to see the riverbed below.

The module carries 100 marks, making it not only an essential learning tool but also a

rewarding one in terms of academic performance. It is both accessible and valuable, helping
students engage deeply with the material while performing well in examinations.
