Sowa-Rigpa College.
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The allocated duration for the oral test is 90 minutes per student. Within the time frame, any
eight errors in one’s recitation, such as omissions, mistakes or skipping over will result in a
deduction of 1 mark.
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Oral test carries a total of 100 marks in each professional, with the mark distribution of 20
marks for the term test (I & II Term) and 80 marks for the university examination (UE) as
outlined in the Sowa-Rigpa UG (MSE Minimum Standard of Undergraduate Sowa-Rigpa
Education) Regulation of 2022, as notified by the National Commission for Indian System
of Medicine.
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The minimum passing marks for the oral test assigned to each professional shall be sixty-
five percent, as outlined in the Sowa-Rigpa UG MSE (Minimum standard of Undergraduate
Sowa-Rigpa Education) Regulation of 2022, as notified by the National Commission for
Indian System of Medicine.
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Students who do not achieve a minimum score of 65 percent will be considered as having
failed the oral test. However, they will be provided with a retest opportunity to clear the test
every six months, as outlined in the Sowa-Rigpa UG MSE (Minimum standard of
undergraduate Sowa-Rigpa Education) Regulation of 2022, as notified by the National

Commission for Indian System of Medicine.
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Students are required to appear for the oral test in their assigned order, any shuffle in their
order during the test is not permitted,
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A minimum of two faculty members shall conduct the oral test and collectively assign the
obtained marks.
